Between 1914 and 191&ore than 57,700 people from acro@ieensland responded to the

campaign. This map ®¥ar Memorials indicates towns and cés across the state that gatathers,

brothers, sons, daughters and husbands to the war effort. Many were waved goodbye at train

stations, travelling miles to port a#s before being shipped to Europe and the Middle East.

Approximately 2500 railway employees signed up across Queensland. Some fought, while others
provided essential services such as maintaining and operating rail networks or working foundries
requisitiored for the manufacture of armaments.

The exhibitionRailways 1914.918describes the significant role railways played both at home and
overseas.
